Reading the Quran: the Proper Way Hafiz Qari Amir Qasmi            
What is Tajweed? 

The literal meaning of Ta-

jweed is beautification or 

adornment. To pronounce 

every letter from itôs Mak-

harij (point of articulation or 

origination) with all itôs 

qualities and characteristics 

is called ñTajweed.ò 
 

What is Tarteel? 

To recite the Holy Quran 

correctly and clearly is called 

Tarteel. 

 

Hadrat AliRA described Tar-

teel as: 

ñTo recite the letters with 

proper Tajweed and to 

expertly delivering the 

vowels and pauses is 

called Tarteel.ò 

 

It is a requirement that Quran  

be recited with proper Ta-

jweed and Tarteel. Some 

Ulema have gone as far as 

saying that reciting it other-

wise is a sin. 

 

  

 

Hafiz Imam Jazary said: 

ñTo adopt the rules of Ta-

jweed is Wajib, whosoever 

does not recite the Holy 

Quran with Tajweed is sin-

ful. 

 

Abdullah Ibn AbbasRA said: 

ñTo recite one Surah with 

Tarteel is better than recit-

ing the whole Quran with-

out Tarteel.ò 

 

RasulAllahSAW has directed 

us to recite the Quran the 

way the Arabs read and in a 

beautiful tone.  

ñ AllahSWT likes that the 

Quran be recited they way it 

was descended.ò  

ñ Read the Quran in a 

beautiful voice because it 

raises the beauty of Quran.ò 

The Holy Quran is the greatest 

gift to the Muslim Ummah and 

it is full of blessings, accord-

ingly it is incumbent upon us to 

relate to it consistent with itôs 

due rights upon us. One of the 

rights it has is to read it prop-

erly as guided by the Quran 

and RasulAllahSAW.  The Quran 

says:

creation." His saying reached a 

lady from Bani Asd called Um 

Yaqub, who came (to Abdullah) 

and said, "I have come to know 

that you have cursed such-and-

such (ladies)?" He replied, "Why 

should I not curse these whom 

Allah's Apostle has cursed and 

who are (cursed) in Allah's 

Book!" Um Yaqub said, "I have 

read the whole Quran, but I did 

not find in it what you say." He 

said, "Verily, if you have read it 

(i.e. the Quran), you have found 

it. Didn't you read: 

'And whatsoever the Apostle 

gives you take it and whatso-

ever he forbids you, you ab-

stain (from it). (59.7) 
 

She replied, "Yes, I did," He said, 

"Verily, Allah's Apostle forbade 

such things."  

  

In the light of above mentioned 

Hadith we conclude that 

removing eyebrows is not 

permitted  in the Islamic Shariah. 

Q:  Is it permissible in Islam to 

pluck and shape the  eyebrows ? 
 

A: It is not permissible to shape 

the eyebrows. AllahSWT has 

cursed the women who shape 

their eyebrows. 
   

Narrated Alqama: 'Abdullah (bin 

Masud) said. "Allah curses those 

ladies who practice tattooing and 

those who get themselves tat-

tooed, and those ladies who re-

move the hair from their faces 

and those who make artificial 

spaces between their teeth in 
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brotherhood. Unity does not 

only mean that we work to-

gether, we practice Islam to-

gether, do our Salah together 

etc.  The real meaning and the 

only meaning of unity is the 

feeling of love, compassion, 

and brotherhood among Mus-

lims.  Without the feeling of 

love, the talk of unity is only a 

slogan; as in such cases the real 

feelings are predominantly: 

indifference, suspicion, jeal-

ousy, intolerance, pride, ethnic 

national prejudice etc.
